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�� aton Lattman, 
previous Dean of

School of Arts and 
Sciences, was named 
Chief Executive Offi-
cer and Director of the 

Hauptman-Woodward Medical Research 
Institute in Buffalo, NY.  He assumed this 
position July 1st. 
 
Ed had been a part of the Johns Hopkins 
community for more than forty years. His 
career began as a Biophysics graduate stu-
dent in 1962 under Professor Warner Love. 
In 1969, he received his PhD with his dis-
sertation “A Method of Orienting a Known 
Molecule Within a Crystal of Undeter-
mined Structure.”  After finishing post-
graduate work at Hopkins, Ed worked for a 
year with Nobel Prize winner Robert Huber 
at the Max Planck Institute for Biochemis-
try. He then began his teaching career at 
Brandeis University where he was an ad-
junct assistant professor. He returned to 
Hopkins in 1977 as an assistant professor 
of Biophysics at the School of Medicine. 
He became a full professor in 1989 and 
moved to the School of Arts and Sciences 
in 1996 where he was named chair of Bio-
physics. In 2004, Ed assumed the position 
as Dean. 
 
While at Hopkins, Ed had served as direc-
tor for admissions for the Program in Bio-

chemistry, Cellular and Molecular Biol-
ogy (1983-1988) and more recently, as 
program director and training grant PI of 
the Program in Molecular Biophysics 
(1990-1997). He also played a significant 
role in obtaining the National Science 
Foundation grant that launched the Insti-
tute for Biophysical Research.  
 
While at Hopkins, Ed was the editor of 
the scientific journal PROTEINS: Struc-
ture, Function, and Bioinformatics (see 
page 3). In March, Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity Press released his book, coau-
thored with Patrick J. Loll from Drexel 
University, entitled Protein Crystallogra-
phy: A Concise Guide. 
 
The Hauptman–Woodward Medical Re-
search Institute is an independent, not-
for-profit, biomedical research facility 
located on the University of Buffalo’s 
medical campus. Hauptman-Woodward 
uses the techniques of molecular biology, 
biochemistry, and crystallography to re-
search the causes and potential cures of 
many diseases. Ed now oversees the in-
stitute’s business and administration, help 
its faculty find research support, and 
helps build collaborations with the uni-
versity. 
 
Ed has been a dedicated member of the 
Johns Hopkins Biophysics community 
and he will be greatly missed.

Timo Street Wins Damon Runyon Fellowship 

�� imothy Street, alumni of the Bar-
rick and Rose labs and current 
postdoctoral fellow in the Agard 

lab at the University of California San 
Francisco, has been awarded the prestig-
ious Damon Runyon Fellowship. Timo 
was a Burroughs Wellcome Fund pre-

doctoral fellow in our Program in Molecular & Compu-
tational Biophysics. 
 
The Damon-Runyon Foundation supports the study of 
cancer and the search for its causes, mechanisms, thera-
pies, and prevention. Since its founding in 1946, the 
foundation has invested more than $200 million  in can-

cer research and supported more than 3,000 scientists. 
The Fellowship Award is given to scientists who have 
recently earned their  PhDs or MDs that are doing 
their postgraduate work with an established mentor in 
a laboratory. 
 
This year, Timo was one of 16 candidates selected 
from an applicant pool of 200. His fellowship begins 
in July and will last three years. During this time, 
Timo will continue to work in David Agard’s lab at 
UCSF, working with a protein chaperone called 
Hsp90 (Heat Shock Protein 90).  
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years.  Ultimately, he became the director - from 1969 
until 1980 - and then stayed on as the laboratory's chief 
scientist until meeting with an untimely death at the age 
of 91.  He lead research in radar, air defense systems, 
communications, submarines, space science, and space-
craft.  
 
His son, Dr. Anthony ("Tony") Kossiakoff, presented a 
lecture in Jenkins Biophysics this March entitled 
“Engineered antibodies based on a minimalized genetic 
code: Applications in structural and cell biology.”  Tony 
is the Otho S.A. Sprague Professor  and Chair of the De-
partment of Biochemistry and Molecular Biology at the 
University of Chicago. 

T his fall, it was announced that 
Mrs. Arabelle Kossiakoff has 
established an endowment to 

benefit the Biophysics Department in 
honor of her late husband, Dr. Alex-
ander Kossiakoff. The endowment 
will include an annual Kossiakoff 
Lecture as well as supplemental 
graduate support.   
 
In 1938, Dr. Kossiakoff earned his 
PhD from JHU's Department of 
Chemistry. Nine years later, he re-
turned to Hopkins to work for the

Sta-
cieann Yuhasz and Tina Trapane as Managing Editors 
and Ms. Starlene Murray as Editorial Coordinator, Dr. 
Lattman guided the journal through a challenging period 
of growth and change. It is currently printed  

sixteen times annually.  
 
Following a national search, Dr. Garcia-Moreno was 
picked as the new Editor-in-Chief, a position he as-
sumed in January of this year. We are delighted that the 
Johns Hopkins biophysics community will continue to 
be the home of this important journal in protein sci-
ence.
